We All Laugh in the Same Language:

ESOL, Music and the Content Areas

(Elementary School)

Through the format of Interactive Workshop, I will be:

· Demonstrating the power of Children’s Music in motivating children to use higher level thinking skills while strengthening their speaking, reading and writing abilities, and  

· “Tearing down the walls” between the Content Areas of Social Studies and Science.

The basis for my presentation will be my latest CD for children, “We All Laugh in the Same Language.”  I have created Activity Pages for each song and matched these Activity Pages with NYS Learning Standards for ESOL, Language Arts, Science, and Social Studies.

My Presentation will work like this:

1. I will introduce myself and speak briefly about how music enhances children’s creativity, motivation, and language development, citing relevant research.

2. I will invite participants to share how and why they have used music in their ESOL classrooms, as I write their ideas on chart paper.

3. I will instruct the audience to take notes as I play each music selection, with these thoughts in mind: 

· How would you use the following song in your ESOL class?

· What content areas/language skills/standards would you be addressing? 

4. I will then play a song from the CD, “We All Laugh in the Same Language” with the lyrics on the overhead, so participants can read and take notes as they listen.

5. Participants will share their ideas for using the song in their classroom. I will note their responses on chart paper.
